Interesting? Rather an understatement, Mr Larose!  There is so much to unpack in this 
image I shan’t even begin - hopefully you’ll be able to zoom in on the photograph on your 
own device and have a closer look.  There are so many pieces there that are familiar to us 
all, from museums, and books, and if we are lucky, our own personal collections.
However - I asked Lawrence two questions.  Firstly, why no Old Hall? He responded -
‘The answer is two-fold. First, while I appreciate that you and many others are quite fond 
of the Dresser OH designs, purely as a matter of personal taste they do not inspire me in 
the same way as his designs for Minton or Wedgwood.  Second, as a collector and 
student of the Good Doctor, I believe the OH production came about at a “low point” (at 
least financially) in his career that may have pushed him to a more “traditional” Victorian 
design aesthetic to maintain a market following rather than his other more non-traditional 
production during other periods.’
I must admit I’d never even thought of those reasons, but they make perfect sense, and 
when I look at Old Hall again I will bear this in mind.

Interesting?


My second question - ‘Which is your favourite?’

Lawrence replied - ‘My favourite piece in the 
collection is undoubtedly the prototype spherical 
handle teapot by James Dixon & Sons that we 
donated to the Metropolitan Museum of Art in 2021. 
You can see it here www.metmuseum.org/art/
collection/search/823191 We donated the teapot and 
five other choice pieces to the Met for inclusion in the 
new British Galleries that opened in the same year 
after noticing that Dresser was woefully 
underrepresented. I am proud to say we are now the 
largest donors to the Met’s Dresser collection which 
now fills its own handsome display case in the British 
Galleries.’

Isn’t that just amazing? Many, many thanks go to Mr & Mrs Larose for sharing this with us, 
and for encouraging the visitors of the Metropolitan Museum to ‘Discover Dresser.’
